Slow Cooker 4-Ingredient Beef Stroganoff

Ingredients

1 pound beef stew meat

1 can (10.5 o0z) cream of mushroom soup

1 cup sour cream

1 packet onion soup mix

Directions

Place the beef stew meat in the slow cooker.

In a bowl, mix together the cream of mushroom soup, sour cream, and onion soup mix until
well combined.

Pour the mixture over the beef in the slow cooker, ensuring all the meat is covered.

Cover and cook on low for 6-8 hours, or until the beef is tender.

Variations & Tips
